Data shows, that in almost all cohorts (exceptions Y1 maths progress and writing attainment, Y6 reading progress)  across the school, the % of attainment and progress of our disadvantaged children without SEND exceeds that of All pupils and All disadvantaged pupils. This indicates that Pupil Premium funding is effectively allocated to impact on positive outcomes for children and is helping to diminish the difference between groups.
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
